Investment protocols

Money will be invested according to the following protocols.
Maximisation of the benefits to the Kent economy will be the priority.
Applicants to the Kent Development Fund are required to address the criteria set out below in their applications. 

Successful applicants MUST agree to the following terms subject to contract:

· to fill in the UKILL Production Spend form for the purposes of Kent FilmOffice   research on production spend in the county. 
· to provide quarterly project updates for monitoring purposes
· to place the Kent County Council Film Office logo and/or Ident on the bottom line of credits and promotional material relating to the production.

· to place the Kent County Council Film Office Ident on the front line credits where the investment was in the form of development money or represents a significant portion of the overall budget. 

· to credit any District/Borough Councils and/or locations they receive substantial assistance from.

· to provide the Kent Film Office with stills and promotional material (i.e. trailers and press packs) which the Kent Film Office has the right to use to promote Kent County Council’s Film Office, locations and the County. 

· to make scripts, IPA, collection agreements, accounts and any other relevant documentation available to the Kent Film Office upon request in a timely manner.

Any financial contribution from the Kent Development Fund to a project will be in the form of an investment. As such, Kent County Council’s Film Office, as an investor, would need to be legally represented with a recoupment position in any relevant documentation.  

We would expect applicants to meet the following criteria. 
·      The applicant has a production company based in KCC region.

· The applicant uses Kent crew wherever possible.
· The applicant uses Kent local facilities wherever possible.

· The applicant uses Kent locations or studios wherever possible.
The following would be desirable: 
· The applicant agrees to take on Kent based trainees for the duration of the filming in Kent and/or is available for mentoring schemes. 
·      The story is clearly based in Kent or has a Kent focus.
The list is intended for guidance and is not exhaustive. The production values and artistic integrity of the proposed project will also be considered. Any proposals submitted will be considered, as long as economic benefits to the County can be demonstrated. These may be in the form of a cash return on any investment or any other tangible benefits either in the short or longer term to the Kent economy.
